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seminars provides information on 
most systems on your Discovery.  
    Lazydays is working with DOAI 
to ensure appropriate safety 
measures are in place.  They have 
good practices planned for distanc-
ing and food service.

Rockahock Campground is located on the Chickahominy River between Richmond and Williamsburg, 
Virginia.  The campground has set aside 15 full hookup patio sites.  You must contact the campground to 
reserve a site and tell them you are with the Mason-Dixon Discoverys.  Please let me know what site you 
have so I can prepare a site list of attendees.   
 
Rates per night are $48.00 for Thurs, and $58.00 for Fri and Sat.  There is a 10% discount for Active/
Retired Military, Good Sam Members and First Responders.  Make sure to let the campground know if 
you qualify.  You may cancel prior to 14 days before arrival with a $10 charge.  Cancellation fee within 
14 days requires one nights camping charge plus $10.   

We have access to the climate controlled Pavilion for the entire gathering for free if we have at least 10 
coaches.  It has a kitchen, bathrooms and stage.  The facility seats up to 75 so it can accommodate appro-
priate social distancing. 

There are a number of planed Halloween activities at the campground that weekend, including pet cos-
tume contest, people costume contest, corn hole competition, movie night with popcorn, games, food 
trucks, and trick-or-treat for the kids.     

With short notice and COVID restrictions, let’s just call this a chapter roundup rather than full-on rally.  
The main purpose is social; to gather with friends and meet new members.  There will be technical and 
non-technical discussion sessions, happy hours, campfires, and a chapter meeting.  We can likely do some 
group meals in the Pavilion.  I’ll start working on a detailed schedule.  Dennis and Donna have stayed at 
this campground so I will ask for their input for any possible off-campground outings.

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Stallion Barn 
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EASY CROCKPOT APPLE CIDER 

(Servings 10) 
 

Ingredients:  
64 ounces apple juice 
3 cinnamon sticks 
1 Orange (sliced) 
1/2 Lemon (sliced) 
1 1/2 teaspoons whole cloves 
1 tablespoon brown sugar 
Optional:  Brandy to make it a cocktail 
 
Preparation:  
Add cloves to a spice bag and place in the crock pot 
Add all other ingredients to the crock pot.  Stir and cover 
Cook on low for about 2 hours 
Optional: for an adult beverage add a shot of brandy 
Serve 
 
What better time than autumn to enjoy a nice hot apple cider and there is a definite chill in the air. Af-
ter a long day, there is nothing better than curling up with a comfy blanket and a nice warm glass of 
apple cider. 

 
Making cider in the slow cooker is super simple, and it comes out amazing.  As an added bonus, it 
fills the house with a lovely cinnamon scent that just screams autumn.

Ingredients: 
1 1/2 cups of sugar 
1 1/2 cups flour 
2 eggs  
1 tsp vanilla 
1 cup mashed bananas  
1/4 tsp salt  
4 tbs sour cream  
1 cup nuts 
1/2 cup oil 
1 tsp baking soda 
1 tbs vinegar 
 
Directions: 
Mix eggs & sugar together, add oil, bananas, sour cream & vinegar. Add dry ingredients. Mix togeth-
er but do not over mix. Bake in greased loaf pan at 350 degree for about 1 hour. Serve warm
